question and answer session held
with the censors. Many tearful
moments!

It was also helpful to have
Henry Soderberg present to auto-
graph some of his books which were
on sale. There were about fifty
of them sold.

The memorial breakfast Sunday
morning was a very well attended
and excellent service.

Norfolk (my first visit) was
a very, very clean city. Modern
and up-to-date. Of course, a lot
of Navy personnel. They have de-
veloped and devoted much of their
time to housing military groups
of all kinds tc hold their con-
ventions there.
